Paznen «Teopernueckasi rpaMMaTHKa»

1. The problem of parts of speech in Modern English.
The definition of a part of speech. The traditional criteria of division of words into parts of
speech: grammatical meaning, form, function (combinability and syntactic role in the sentence).
Ways of classifying parts of speech: B. Ilyish’s approach. H. Sweet’s classification (the main
criterion — form, the two main groups — declinable and indeclinable words).

2. The noun and its categories.
The definition of the noun according to the three criteria: meaning, form, function. The category
of number based on the binary opposition “the singular :: the plural”. Neutralization of the
opposition. Types of nouns relevant for the category. The category of case: the opposition
“common case :: genitive case”. The genitive as the marked member, the invariable meaning and
its variants. Nouns capable of taking the form of the genitive case.

3. The verb: definition. The category of tense.
The definition of the verb according to the three criteria: meaning, form, function. The categories
of the verb: person, number, tense, aspect, voice, mood, correlation. The category of tense:
definition, the main problems: the existence of the future tense as an analytical form, the place of
the Future-in-the-Past forms in the system of tenses; neutralization of the tense opposition.

4. The phrase as a unit of syntax.
Ways of defining the phrase. Classifications of phrases: morphological (according to the parts of
speech constituting phrases), syntactic (according to their syntactic function). Ways of
expressing syntactic relations within a phrase: agreement, government, adjoining, enclosure,
word order.

5. The sentence, its characteristic features and structural types.
The definition of a sentence. The sentence features: predicativity, intonation, form, its being a
unit of communication, its being created every time anew. Structural types: simple one-member
and two-member, and composite: compound and complex.

Phonetic phenomena (lateral plosion, nasal plosion, fricative plosion, aspiration, lip-
rounding, nasaligation, loss of plosion, palatalization).

4. English consonant system. Classification of consonants.
Definition of a consonant. Principles of consonant formation. Different approaches to consonant
classification (M. Sokolova, V. Vasilyev). The main principles of consonant classification:
according to the type of obstruction, work of the active speech organs and the manner of
production of noise, work of the vocal cords, position of the soft palate and type of narrowing.

5. English vowel system. Classification of vowels.
Definition of a vowel. Principles of vowel formation. The main principles of vowel
classification: according to the horizontal and vertical movement of the tongue, degree of
tenseness and the character of the rowel end; position of lips; length; stability of articulation.

The definition of a compound word. The parts of a compound called determinatum and
determinant.

Idiomatic and non-idiomatic compounds. Syntactic and asyntactic compounds. Endocentric and
exocentric compounds with the subgroup of bahuvrihi.

What does the term “semantic structure of the
word” denote? Types of lexical meaning. Causes of development of new meanings. Semantic



changes connected with extralinguisic factors. Types of semantic change and different grounds
for classification of semantic changes.
